How to join virtual class through Class Collaborate?

You can join your online session using a web link or from your Blackboard course. Your teacher
will inform you which method to follow:

e From a web link

the online session and then open the link in one of the specified browsers above and then:

1. enter your full name followed by your Student ID, so the teacher can register your
attendance
